How to Make a Stick Horse

You can make a stick horse out of pretty much anything! All you really need to do is make a stick-base and a horse’s head and attach them together!

What you need

Stick base: A yardstick, broomstick, sturdy wrapping-paper tube, or something similar will do.

Horse Head Base: Cut out a horse head shape. You can use cardboard, wood, sturdy foam, fun-foam, posterboard, fabric (or a sock), or a heavier card-stock or paper. Depending on your materials, you can cut out two heads, decorate the outside portions and attach them together. If you use fabric or a sock, you’ll want to stuff it to form the horse’s head. 

We have provided a horse-head stencil for you to use if you need inspiration. 

Horse Head Decorations: The sky’s the limit- crayons, markers, paint, stickers, etc. For the horse’s mane you can attach yarn, or color it on. You can attach yarn or string for the harness too!

Then just attach the decorated horse head to the base using glue, stapler, or tape and get ridin’!
